The ansuwer is::it doesn't
necessarily point that wsy at
gll. I nhave used my son BRobs
HUGE BRIANED 486-driven,monster
PC with CD~loxding and 2 top of
the range sound card, so 1 know
something of the overuhelming
competition to 2-bit computing
uwhich the PC and the sther ‘more
aduanced’ computers purport tao
be. .
Lat’s consider Lhe mam points
one by one, starting with the
supposed aduantages of LARGER
memory and processing power,
Just how big z memory does 2
computer need 7. Sureiy oniy
snough to get the job done well,
Having spent about £1,398-88 on
hic PC, Rob was still firding his
computer took much longsr than
8-bit to mitizlise, and his
new games software ran at a2
very disappomting speed too. It
took an extrz £180-88 of
axpenditure on cache RAM chips,
which he had to fiddle into
position on the board to avoid
an mstallation charge from his
local electriczl engineer, to get
the games to speed up, and
gtter zll thatmy 8-bit still

init izlises much faster than his.

I came in the other day to hear
the phone ringing. Even as I
